The Government of the Republic of Macedonia intends to use Grant from European Union Instrument for Pre-Accession (IPA) 2, the funds allocated for the year 2014 and administered by the World Bank (WB) towards the cost of the Project for Local And Regional Competitiveness, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for individual consultancy services under this Project. 
The consulting services (“the Services”) include:

· assist prospective Project clients in the identification of investment project proposals, including  ensuring that the preparation of feasibility studies is done in accordance with the criteria detailed in the OM;

· evaluate results of feasibility studies

· coordinate and quality assure the preparation of the necessary preliminary and detailed engineering and design studies

· conduct, in close coordination with Procurement and Financial Management Operations Officers the final appraisal of the technical, financial, and economic feasibility of the proposed investments, including review of least cost alternatives, economic assessment (calculation of IRR or NPV, cost-benefit analysis, etc);

· ascertain the compliance of the all investment project proposals with the regulations and/or requirements of the respective ministries of the Government and ensure that all necessary permits or licenses are obtained;

· provide technical assistance to projects requesting support, to both improve the strength of the proposal, and provide opportunities for ‘bundling’ or joint project proposals if appropriate; 

· providing advise on engineering aspects and liaising with the technical committee in their decision making process and implementation of the decisions made;

· assist the Procurement Specialist in the preparation of the necessary procurement documents;

· assist the Procurement Specialist in the evaluation of bids and the preparation and signing of contracts for works and/or supply of goods;

· carry out site supervision of implementation of investment projects and ensure the adequate management of contracts for works and/or supply of goods;

· Contribute to the preparation of reports, project documents, studies and materials for the Bank and other stakeholders,

· prepare periodic implementation progress reports for the Project Director;

· Performs other duties related to ensuring technical quality of the civil works contracts executed under the Project as required by the Project Director.

· University Degree in Civil engineering or Architecture,  Masters degree would be an advantage;

· Minimum 5 years of relevant professional experience in infrastructure project preparation and management, civil works including detailed design and technical supervision;

· Experience in working with World Bank-financed projects (and/or other international donors) as well as familiarity with Bank reporting and procurement procedures would be an advantage;

· Good understanding of national regulations pertaining to the environment, communal services, and procurement through government agencies;

· Good communication skills;

· Very good Computer skills (Word, Excel, Access);

· Fluency in Macedonian and excellent knowledge of English.
