The Government of the Republic of Macedonia intends to use Grant from European Union Instrument for Pre-Accession (IPA) 2, the funds allocated for the year 2014 and administered by the World Bank (WB) towards the cost of the Project for Local And Regional Competitiveness, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for individual consultancy services under this Project. 
The consulting services (“the Services”) include:

· Advise the key stakeholders, including those representing public, private and community levels, on cultural heritage policy, management, planning and institutional development from the tourism perspective. 

· Provides professional cultural heritage advice to the PIU management and stakeholders in the course of the application and respective permitting process, 

· assist prospective Project clients in the identification of investment project proposals related to restoration of the Cultural Heritage assets, including  ensuring that the preparation of feasibility studies is done in accordance with the criteria detailed in the OM

· Supervise and support the effective design and implementation of cultural heritage - specific subprojects and activities, both related to infrastructure investments or Grants for enhanced tourism service-delivery and local economic impact.

· Support  in  Project  Planning,  supervision  of  preparation  of  documentation including  that the designs, lay outs, plans with respective PIU team members; 

· Consult with representatives from cultural heritage institutions and other relevant stakeholders to identify the existing initiatives and possible areas of cooperation and partnership in connection with specific subprojects and activities related to cultural heritage sites (together with the Tourism and Regional Development Specialist)

· Participation in activity planning and scheduling to avoid time & cost over runs and monitoring physical progress of the project implementation (the responsibility is shared with the Tourism and Regional Development Specialist and Architect Specialist);  

· Assistance to development authorities/implementing agencies in  obtaining  requisite  clearances;  detailed  planning  of  implementation;  material  &  supply  chain management; quality assurance and benchmarking etc. (the responsibility is shared with the other members of the team)

· Contribution to issues of sustainability of created assets, and other social and institutional risks at local level. 

· Conduct regular field visits to ensure proper implementation of interventions

· Maintains contacts with key stakeholders to increase synergies, national and local institutions to contribute to successful implementation of market activities

· Contribution to the preparation of reports, project documents, studies and materials for the Bank and other stakeholders,

· Performs other duties as required by the Project Director.

· Working experience in international projects (including World Bank Projects) will be considered as an advantage;

· Previous experience in project planning, implementation and/or management of cultural heritage projects at national or international level.

· Strong communication and networking skills including excellent facilitation and presentation skills paired with good interpersonal abilities;

· Ability to work under pressure and handle multiple activities concurrently.

· Computer literacy in MS Office and internet application;

· Fluency in Macedonian and working knowledge of English;
